WNS Looks at City of
Poughkeepsie’s
‘Universal Pre-K’

The Poughkeepsie City School
District has collected applications from local
organizations with early childhood education
to be part of its Universal Pre-Kindergarten
Program.  Depending on the number of
qualified organizations, there should be five
or six sites available throughout the city of
Poughkeepsie.  The Reformed Church
Weekday Nursery School has applied to take
part in this program: a class would be created
specifically to accommodate 14 four-year old
(by Dec.1) students from the City for the
2008-2009 school year.  The students are
chosen for the program through a lottery. 
The district is planning to offer the program
in the various child-care sites starting in
September.
