60th CWS/32nd DCIC
CROP Hunger Walk

Jim Haggett, Reformed Church
organizer of the church’s CROP Hunger
Walk participation, is looking for walkers for
the annual Church World Service/Dutchess
County Interfaith Council CROP Hunger
Walk to be held on Sunday, October 14,
2007.  For CWS it is the 60th such walk; for
DCIC it is the 32nd.

Walkers raise money through
sponsors for Church World Service and local
agencies fighting hunger locally, nationally,
and internationally.  Walkers sign up
sponsors before the walk and give the
proceeds to the CROP Hunger Walk.  The
CROP hunger walk, which begins as walkers
chose between 10:30 a.m. and 1:45 p.m.,
starts at the Jewish Community Center, 110
South Grand. All monies raised go to CWS
for national and international relief;  25%
comes back to Dutchess County. 

The route is 10km through a
residential area in Poughkeepsie. Walkers
can be any age and can walk all or part of the
10 KM; there are no arterial crossings.

Free Church Herald
Stops :  Subscribe!

The General Synod of the RCA,
meeting in June 2007, voted to discontinue
its practice (begun in 1993) of providing its
denominational magazine, The Church
Herald, free of individual charge to every
church-member household (your annual
assessment paid for it).  This means that
your subscription will stop after the
December issue.  The Church Herald after
that will be available through voluntary
subscription at a price of $29.95 per year.  
A church can purchase The Church Herald
for its households  at half-price ($15) if it
purchases copies for at least 80% of its
families.  If you think the church should do
this, please talk to a Chris Altavilla, VP of
Consistory.
