YMO serves about
70 inner-city youth each
week. YMO meets every
Friday evening in the gym of
the Family Partnership
Center on North Hamilton. 
They worship (‘In Christ
United Church’ with Pasor
Marynel Tyner) every Sunday
in the auditorium of the FPS. 
But they have no space
available to them the rest of
the week, so they -- the
praise band, the dance team and their singers
-- practice and pray in our Reformed Church
rooms, usually on Thursday evening. 

YMO began with three inner city
boys and one teacher in 1991.  As their
weekly faithfulness and enthusiasm for
learning the Bible and having a hot meal grew,
so the group grew into a program.  Several
children, buildings, staff and years later, YMO
has become an incorporated non-profit
mission that serves inner city youth and their
families.  YMO encourages, nurtures and
invests love, time, money and energy in the
lives of youth that these youth might mature
in their understanding of Christian faith and
in their commitment to living Christianly
personally and in relation to others.

It is not a story in
this Companion, but late
November (sometimes early
December) is, you will recall,
when Advent begins.  The word

"advent" is Latin for "coming."
Advent begins the church year because

the church year begins where Jesus' life begins in the
Bible – in the Old Testament prophecies of his
coming.

Advent focuses on Christ's "coming," but
Christ's coming is threefold -- past, present, and
future. The Advent readings about Christ's coming
in the past focus on the Old Testament prophecies
of his birth at Bethlehem. The readings about
Christ's coming in the future focus on his "second
coming" in the regeneration of all things. The
readings about Christ's coming in the present focus
on his present ministry among us through his Spirit.

The Advent wreath originated in eastern
Germany in the middle ages. By the beginning of
this century, it had come to be adorned by three
purple candles and one pink candle.  The purple
candles matched the purple paraments on the altar
(purple for the royalty of the coming King). The
pink candle was the third candle to be lit on
Gaudate Sunday, the Third Sunday of Advent.
"Gaudate" means "Rejoice!" in Latin, and is the first
word of the traditional introit for that day. Hence a
"pink" candle was used to signify "rejoicing." The
white "Christ candle" in the middle is lit during the
12 days of Christmas (December 25-January 5).

Now is when we prepare to celebrate
Advent and expand our Christmas joy.
